Town Board

May 10, 2010
Dennis Jelle opened the meeting at 7:30  p.m.  Present were Chairman, Dennis Jelle, Clerk Helen Kahl, Treasurer, Nancy Goplin, and Supervisors Al Antonson and Joen Meylor

.  

Helen Kahl read the minutes of the April 14, 2010, meeting.  Al moved to approve, Joen seconded, motion passed 3-0.
Public Hearing for Brian Droessler to rezone 1 acre from RH-1 to LC-1.  He has 5 acres.  He wants to build a shed and was advised by the County to have a half acre postage stamp rezone for the shed for limited business use.  The LUC approved 7-0.  Joen moved to approve, Al seconded, motion passed 3-0.
Tom Hansen’s petition #10160 cam back to us from the County for the approval of two deed restrictions Al moved to approve, Joen seconded, motion passed 3-0.

The Wittenwyler petition #10163 also came back regarding our requirement that a site visit would be necessary before a building permit could be applied for, Al moved to approve, Joen seconded, motion passed 3-0.

Public Hearing for the Scenic Outlook Properties Lot 1, Syvrud Road (Antonson Property).  The LUC visited the property (the buyer wants to buy all 3 lots.)  The site visit was to approve the driveway off the driveway.  The LUC approved 7-0.  Joen moved to approve, Al seconded, motion approved 3-0.
Regarding the proposed radio system, apparently the county lost their battle in court with the City of Madison.  DCTA thinks maybe Kathleen Falk is thinking of changing the systems all to digital and they won’t be interoperative.

Gardiner Appraisal reports that they have visited about 75% of the properties in the township.  We set the date for initial Board of Review on June 7, 7:30 p.m.  We will simply meet to adjourn to satisfy state statutes.
Al and Dennis and Dan opened the sealed bids for the ditch mower on May 4th at 10:00.  Bid announcement was published in the Mt. Horeb Mail.  There were 5 bids, and we purchased a Rhino Mower from Sloan Implement in Mt. Horeb for $12,400.  It was not the lowest bid, but we ordered the heavy duty model.

On the garage ceiling issue.  Tomorrow morning Al and Dan will be available to show the garage ceiling to interested contractors. Bids are due Friday at 3 and will be opened Monday morning, May 17, as published in the Mt. Horeb Mail.  
Garage sale is scheduled for May 14 and 15, with about 7 participants.  Spring clean up is scheduled for May 22 from 8-noon.
Comprehensive Planning Committee, Tom Hansen is meeting with the County to do the mapping for the commercial area.  Also, Agricultural Transition area is designated for the 26 A that the school owns on JG south of the Highway.

The Land Use Committee will have a site visit, for a rezone and driveway in the future for the Dan Atkins land on HWY E.

Road Maintenance Report and bid results on sealcoating.  Bids were opened at the meeting, after being properly noticed in the Mt. Horeb Mail.  Scott Construction is $36,077; Fahrner is $36,173.  Joen moved to accept the Scott Construction bid.  Al seconded, motion passed 3-0.  What we will do:  Topper Road, spots; Kingsland Rd, whole thing, Barber, whole thing, 3 spots on Paul Underwood Rd; 2 spots on Kestrel LN; North Perry, maybe, if Town of Perry does their part; Docken Rd, just the hard surface part.  If there is money left, remainder on Erbe Rd.  Brattlie Rd is a possibility.
Dan also wants to spot seal with pea stone for time and material on selective roads.  The cost he would designate would be about $5,000.  This would be with Fahrner.  Al moved to spend up to $5000 for spot sealing.  Joen seconded, motion passed 3-0.

Dan is ordering 2 loads of salt for the sand/salt mix through the State of Wisconsin at $64/T for a total of  approximately $3200.

Dan reported that damage was done on Syvrud Road.  Al pointed out that the May issue of the Towns Association reports that we can bill for damage done on town roads.  Helen will scan and put it on the website to begin the discussion.

The Fire District will be having interviews tomorrow night for the office/EMTposition.  The ladder truck is back in Wisconsin and they are finishing up the repairs.  They had a pretty good turnout at the fund-raiser.  Whether or not to donate to the ambulance fund, from the township, in memory of Chuck Himsel was discussed.  Al moved to donate $100 from the township to the Chuck Himsel ambulance fund.  Joen seconded, motion passed 3-0.
Joen Meylor announced she is resigning from the Board as soon as possible.  Helen will post the opening and we will hope to have someone come forward by June 14 meeting to finish her term. 
Joen moved to approve the bills, Al seconded, motion passed 3-0.

Al moved to adjourn, Joen seconded, motion passed 3-0.
